TRANSFORMATION

Havant Museum and Havant Arts Centre are being
transformed into a single-destination Arts and
Heritage Centre. The joint venture will be re-named
as 'The Spring’ reminding us of the important
industries that developed on the back of the
twenty freshwater springs in the Borough of Havant.

WHAT IS HAPPENING?

Havant Museum is closed whilst it undergoes an
exciting £225,000 renovation. The artefacts have
been carefully removed and taken to Hampshire
Museum Services Headquarters at Chilcomb
House where any necessary conservation work
will be carried out on them. The Arts Centre will
remain open during this renovation work.

WHAT WILL ‘THE SPRING’ BECOME?

'The Spring' is due to open during October and
alongside the present Arts Centre facilities will be
the following new sections: a local history
museum featuring a 1950s kitchen; a public
research centre containing free internet access
points, local study resources including maps and
books; a live room and recording studio; a shop
and more gallery spaces, all contained under one
roof. 'The Spring’ will follow in the footsteps of
Havant Arts Centre by presenting live music,
theatre, dance and comedy performances, and
offer participatory workshops and classes, regular
cinema screenings and also be home to a Café bar.
